Road. Cedar Creek Falls Road is on your left and Thunderbird Park is a hard right at the orange  
Pterodactyl which is the entrance to Thunderbird Park. 

From Brisbane 

Follow the M1 north to Exit 57, then turn left onto the Old Pacific Hwy.  At the roundabout, take the 
second exit to Tamborine Oxenford Road.  Travel up Tamborine Oxenford Rd for approx 20km until 
you come to a fig tree in at a roundabout.  Turn right onto Long Road (Gallery Walk), follow to the 

next roundabout and turn right onto Eagle Heights Rd. Follow this to the end and turn right at the T 
intersection. Follow this along for 5km and Thunderbird Park is on the right at the  

junction of Cedar Creek Falls Road.
